· Are these clearly stated, challenging yet achievable (realistic)?

· Are the objectives followed through in the content?

· Are these linked to the assessment strategies?
· How realistic and useful are the time estimates on every page?
	It’s confusing having so many levels of learning objectives!

I think bullets would be helpful.  
The timing is off on some of these pages.  Eg What do we know about learning.  Personally I find the diagrams quite difficult to interpret and I think they would take quite a bit of time to really look at.  I think the fact that you can only see one a time feels counter-productive.

Navigation

· Is there a logical sequence of activities?

· Is the user well oriented to the content (e.g. clear guidelines of what can be found where)? 
· Is there repetition of content? How much is acceptable?

	


Assessment 
· Are these clearly linked to the objectives?

· Are assessment strategies appropriate for the target audience (academics and course developers)

· Do the types of assessment meet the criteria and are reflective of the achievement of objectives

	


Interactivity

· What are the different types of interactivity?
· Are the interaction strategies relevant and useful?

· What is the system response to user input like?

	a)  Whatever you answer, the response is the same.  (Hardly an exercise.) 

b)  Show/hide without reflective questions

c)  Who are your learners?  It took me one go to work out that you clicked along the continuum rather than sliding.  The way the various comments appear according to your placements on the continuum is also interesting (maybe a little obtuse?  I seemed to do best if I clicked 2 to the right and 2 to the left.) 


Relevance
